Does a complete works edition exist?

To determine if a complete works edition exists for a certain composer, check that composer’s
works list in Grove Music Online. At the head of most works lists, significant scholarly editions
dedicated to a composer are listed.

Most audio recordings produced for an Anglo-American audience provide English translations of the recorded
texts. European labels such as Harmonia Mundi or Deutsche Grammophon will often provide French translations
as well.
